A. Announcements from the Chancellor, Dr. Dave Christiansen
· Not present. Dr. Christiansen said we can reach out to him with any questions. 
B. Announcements from the DAA, Dr. Bob Farrell
· Reported that recent campus events (e.g., Eastern Regional Research Fair and campus award ceremony, honors dinner) all went well. 
· Award winners recognized again. 
· Acknowledge recent promotions of faculty.
· New protocols in place for conference reimbursement. Reach out to academic affairs before paying for any new conference. New rules are now in effect. 
C. Announcements from University Senators, Dr. Jennifer Nesbitt and Joan Smeltzer 
· Dr. Jennifer Nesbitt: 
· The role of dispossession of artifacts from native peoples is a topic of conversation. 
· A project aimed at amending SRTEs with new forms and additional feedback is underway with a focus on behaviors and materials. Some of the questions will not be seen by instructors. For reviews/promotions a new campus committee (separate from Promotion and Tenure) will evaluate the new assessments. 
· Changes are upcoming in the system for reporting bias. 
· A report from Faculty Affairs is going forward about inequities in workload across units. 
· Joan Smeltzer: 
· Policy brought forward, but not passed and sent back to committees, about students visiting classroom. Faculty must be notified by students to bring visitors (including a form that needs to be completed and review of clearances).
· Not officially announced but likely there will be an increase coming in health care premiums. 
· Fred Haag: Does “visitors” include current enrolled students or non-Penn State students. J. Smeltzer: still needs clarification. 
· Marcy Nicholas: Who agreed to the new midsemester review? 
· Jennifer Nesbitt: Two committees came together and fully voted by Senate. 
· Marcy Nicholas: Was this brought back to each campus.
·  Jennifer Nesbitt: No, but numerous stakeholders had input. 
· Fred Haag/Marcy Nicholas: When will this start?
·  Jennifer Nesbitt: We do not know because we need new systems to keep track of assessments. 
· Robert Farrell: The advantage of new model allows the director of academic affairs to review comments at two time points. 
· Marcy Nicholas: Will other faculty (on committee) have access to these reviews, and who is on the committee? 
· Jennifer. Nesbitt: The committee is to be determined. Unsure whether different committees are needed for teaching line.

IV. New Business

A. Motions:
a. Motion: FT1 Math Faculty Hire (Curricular Affairs)

The Curricular Affairs Committee moves that the Penn State York Campus Senate express its support for the search for an FT1 faculty member in math. Pending administrative approval, this search would be conducted immediately, with a successful candidate beginning in fall 2024.

Rationale:
This faculty member will fill vacancies that were created by math faculty who have left previously, and the Campus Senate expressed its support for this position in spring 2022.  The new faculty member will be responsible for teaching MATH and/or STAT courses to meet the overall math needs for the campus.  Without this FT1 position, the campus will rely on math adjuncts to meet the critical needs and will not be able to support diverse math offerings.

A. Majeske: Are the PSYCH and HDFS statistics courses taken into consideration for this position: 
J. Smeltzer: The need for Stat 200 is still there. 

Voted: Motion Passed.

b. Motion: FT1 English Faculty Hire (Curricular Affairs)

The Curricular Affairs Committee moves that the Penn State York Campus Senate express its support for the search for an FT1 faculty member in English. Pending administrative approval, this search would be conducted immediately, with a successful candidate beginning in fall 2024.

Rationale:
This faculty member will fill a vacancy that is being created by an English faculty who has started phased retirement.  The new faculty member will be responsible for teaching English and possibly theater, philosophy, or American studies to meet the overall needs of the campus.  The English department is currently short-staffed, and since the faculty member leaving taught exclusively English composition courses, this position is needed to ensure appropriate staffing of our English 15 and English 202, courses that all students must take.

c. Motion: FT1 Foreign Languages Faculty Hire (Curricular Affairs)

The Curricular Affairs Committee moves that the Penn State York Campus Senate express its support for the search for an FT1 faculty member in foreign languages. Pending administrative approval, this search would be conducted immediately, with a successful candidate beginning fall 2024.

Rationale:
This faculty member will fill a vacancy that is being created by a foreign languages faculty who will be retiring in December 2023.  The new faculty member will be responsible for teaching Spanish and/or humanities courses to meet the overall needs of the campus.  The retiring faculty member is the only full-time foreign languages faculty at the York campus, and it is critical for the campus to be able to offer multiple levels of foreign language in order to satisfy the foreign language component of bachelor of arts degrees.  

Mary Ritchey: Will this position be able to teach 12 credits each semester, aside from a 4-credit course?  Is there enough demand for other courses that need to be filled in? 

Robert Farrell: There is enough demand for courses. 

Noel Sloboda: Why Humanities and not linguistics?
Mary Ritchey: Because that is what the current faculty covers. 
Jennifer Nesbitt: The  job description is not same as rationale and could be changed.
